5. Forecast Financial outturn 2009/10, BUDGET 2010/11 & Parish Precept

The Council deferred setting the Parish precept and approving the 2010/11 Budget (minute CO90/09 refers) pending consultation with other parishes in South East Northumberland regarding the proposals under the Northumberland Charter for Local Council’s. 
Under NCC proposals the Council has the option to defer taking over non statutory services such as play areas and bus shelters until 2011/12. As these services have a significant impact on the Council’s finances, two alternative budgets have been prepared on the following basis;

1) All services are taken over on 1 April 2010 (Draft Budget A ), and

2) Allotments and seasonal lighting are taken over on 1 April 2010 and all other services are deferred to 2011/12 (Draft Budget B).

The draft budget proposals will be finalised at a meeting of the Finance Working Group on Monday 25 January and will be handed out at the meeting.
Recommendations
It is recommended that:
1) Allotments and seasonal lighting are taken over at 1 April 2010 and that other services are deferred until 2011/12,

2) Draft budget  “ B “is approved for 2010/11, and

3) The Council sets its precept for 2010/11 at £75,002.
