14 CLERKS HOURS

Further to minute CO90/09 (13 iii) it is recommended that the Clerks working week be increased from 20 to 27 Hours per week with effect from 1 December 2010. The increased hours are considered necessary to ensure the drafting of a Community Plan, delivery of the Council’s aspirations for 2011/12 and working towards becoming a qualified clerk which is needed to obtain quality status. The increased expenditure is less than that already budgeted for.

15 CONSULTANTS HOURS

During 2010/11 the Council has utilised the services of Mr B Mead who delivered a successful programme of Walks, Talks & Events. It is recommended that Mr Meads consultancy be increased by a further 10 days in the current year to assist with the preparation of funding bids and to provide cover for the Clerk if necessary.  The additional expenditure would be met from the existing budget provision.

It is further recommended that Mr Meads consultancy be increased to 50days in 2011/12 to ensure delivery of the Council’s plans, in particular the Community Garden at Cambois, development of the Heritage Walk through the Free Wood, Cambois links and Cambois Fun Day.  
16 BEST IN BEDLINGTON – GARDEN COMPETITION
To consider holding a Garden Competition within the Parish during 2011/12 similar to that already being run by Choppington Parish Council. The winners of each Parish / Town  Council competition would then be put forward to compete with the other Parishes in Bedlington for the “Best in Bedlington” award.
