The funding would be used to engage the services of Wansbeck CVS, to carry out hosting activities and progress administrative tasks on behalf of the forum.

The Council agreed in principle, (minute CO226/10 refers) to future funding of the East Bedlington Community Forum subject to officials attending Parish Council Meetings. Any funding would need to be met from contingencies. The Council is requested to determine the level of financial support it wishes to provide and any further conditions it may wish to impose.

Under the agreement reached with the Allgood Terrace Allotment Association the Council (then Wansbeck District) agreed to meet 50% of NWA’s water bills in the first year and 25% of these bills in year 2. Thereafter the Allotment Association would be expected to meet all water charges. The Allotment Association has just completed its second year and has requested a 25% contribution from the Parish Council of £211.84. The Council is requested to consider whether it wishes to honour the commitment given by Wansbeck District Council.
